1. The meeting was called to order at 6:33p.m. by Pat Meade.

2. Roll call was answered by Tanner Schrock, Pat Meade, Shelly Balke and Joe Palensky. Visitors in attendance were Lauryn Myers, Ted Meier, Tyler Meier, Steve Flickinger and Jayne Underhill-Flickinger.         
3. Balke made a motion to approve the agenda as presented. Palensky seconded. 4 ayes. 
4.  A motion to approve the February 28, 2023 minutes was made by Balke, seconded by Schrock, and passed 3ayes. Meade abstained.       

5. Public Hearing to Consider allowing Commercial Raising of Livestock in Industrial Zoning – Palensky moved to open the public hearing. Schrock seconded. 4 ayes. Ted Meier, owner of 65700 325th, stated that he only wants 2 cows and 40 goats on this property.  Balke was not in favor with changing the current ordinance.  Schrock likes how the existing ordinance reads.  Meade stated he doesn’t like making exceptions, they tend to get out of hand.  Palensky feels that we need to stay consistent and not allow raising of livestock within city limits even though he isn’t opposed to livestock.  Tyler Meier, renter of the property, didn’t feel that any of these restrictions make sense.  Schrock made a motion to leave M-1 zoning ordinance as it currently is. Palensky seconded.  4 ayes. 
6. Public Hearing to consider Site Plan Review Process - Balke explained her concern that she feels that big projects possibly could benefit from another set of eyes reviewing it.  She suggested forming a joint Site Plan Review committee consisting of P&Z and council members. Joe Palensky left at 6:54pm due to an emergency.  Balke would like to attend July council meeting to ask for the formation of this committee.  Balke made a motion to form a joint committee of P&Z and council to work on site plan review. Schrock seconded. 3 ayes.     
7. At 7:17p.m. a motion to adjourn was made by Balke, seconded by Schrock, and passed 3 ayes.
