MAXWELL BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT
PUBLIC HEARING

APRIL 27, 2021 AT 6:30 PM

AT CITY HALL, 107 MAIN STREET, MAXWELL, IOWA

1. The meeting was called to order at 7:15 p.m. by Greg Cory. 

2. Roll call was answered by Pat Meade, Tanner Schrock, Shelly Balke and Greg Cory. Visitors in attendance were Kenny Meusburger and Monte Lintz. 
3. Balke made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Meade seconded. 4 ayes.       

4. A motion to approve the July 29, 2020 minutes was moved by Meade, seconded by Cory, and passed 2 ayes.  Schrock and Balke abstained due to not serving on the BOA at that time. 
5.  Ken-Mon Investments is asking to take an existing building and convert it to a rental house at 522 Broad Street.  This request would allow 2 family dwellings on the same property. – Eleven letters were mailed to residents living within 200 feet of the variance request.  No feedback was received from the 11 letters mailed.   Kenny Meusburger and Monte Lintz were in attendance explaining and answering questions as to their plans to convert, what was once, the Lintz Upholstery building to a two-bedroom rental house.  The building was originally built to be used as a two-bedroom house in case the upholstery business failed.  They will need to run water and sewer to the building.  Plans are to replace siding, put in new windows, and make this rental house as nice as their other rental properties in town.  Cory was concerned that the request does not fit the R-2 ordinance, there is no hardship, even if it does benefit the city.  Schrock liked that they are wanting to improve the current building and that it does have a crawl space, which makes it different then a garage. Balke is concerned about providing enough parking and safety.  She is concerned that there will not be enough front yard if it is used for parking.  She would like to see the parking in the back by the building.  Meade disagreed with putting parking in the rear of property.  Balke motioned to deny the request since it is not meeting the current R-2 zoning requirements.  Motion denied.  Balke motioned to allow a special exception to the current R-2 zoning regulation to allow converting the current upholstery building at 522 Broad Street into a two-bedroom home.  It originally was built to be a small house and has a crawl space in case the upholstery business failed.  To keep with the minimum Off-Street parking regulation, they also will be required to provide parking in the rear by the house.  Schrock seconded the motion and passed 3 ayes.  1 nay Meade
6. A motion to adjourn at 8:29 p.m. was moved by Balke, seconded by Schrock, and passed 4 ayes.
