PUBLIC HEARING

WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 29, 2021 AT 6:30 PM

AT CITY HALL, 107 MAIN STREET, MAXWELL, IOWA

1. The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Lauryn Myers.

2. Roll call was answered by Jody Gast, Casady Myers, Mike Gustafson, and Lauryn Myers. Steve Gast was in attendance representing city council. 
3. Jody Gast made a motion to approve the agenda as presented.  Casady Myers seconded.  Passed 4 ayes. 
4. Jody Gast made a motion to approve the September 1, 2021 minutes.  Casady Myers seconded. Passed 3 ayes. Gustafson abstained.
5.  New Chairperson – Casady Myers motioned to have Jody Gast become the new chairperson for Maxwell Parks and Open Spaces Board.  Lauryn Myers will be filling a seat on city council.  Gustafson seconded the motion. Passed 4 ayes.

6.  Erosion on Bike Trail – Steve Gast, representing city council, shared an erosion problem happening on the Bike Trail on the east side of town.  It is the joint responsibility of the city and county to help correct this problem.  Snyder Engineering is currently working on a plan.  The County Conservation Board will be working with the city after Snyder shares their plan.       
7. TreeHugger to remove Trees, Stumps in City Park – Lauryn Myers was approached by Denny Deakins, that he would be willing to remove the Ash trees from the city park for free, in return to aid as additional training for his staff.  They would also remove the stumps from any trees that were removed.  Lauryn Myers also thought he had offered to replace the trees that were taken down with a different type.  Billy Meek has also offered to help. Casady Myers made a motion to recommend to city council for TreeHugger to do the work in the park if a list of tree types being replaced is provided first.  Gast seconded the motion. Passed 4 ayes.     
8. Damaged Playground Equipment in City Park - Lauryn Myers provided pictures of a damaged slide at the city park.  Doug Miller tried to make the area less sharp until a new piece could be located.  The company where the slide was purchased is still in business, so Lauryn will reach out to them and see if the needed piece is available.  Jody Gast made a motion to recommend to city council to have the broken piece removed and block all accesses to the slide until it is fixed.  Gustafson seconded the motion. Passed 4 ayes.  
9. Lights on Trees at South Entrance- An idea was presented by Ken Jans to place some type of lights on the trees as you approach Maxwell from the south entrance.  There are currently three Evergreen trees there.  Lauryn has been doing research on the best type of lights.  Considering red, white, and blue lights, and possibly a spotlight type.  Dates that are currently being considered to have lights on: National Law Enforcement Day, Presidents’ Day, International Firefighters’ Day, National EMS Day, Memorial Day, Flag Day, 4th of July, Veterans Day, Election Day, Old Settlers, 911 Anniversary, and Columbus Day, with possibly additional dates.  Casady Myers made a motion to recommend to city council to have some type of lighting placed on the trees at south entrance of town, using the designated occasions that will be provided by the Parks and Open Spaces Board. Jody Gast seconded. Passed 4 ayes.   
10.  At 7:43p.m. a motion to adjourn was made by Gustafson, seconded by Casady Myers.                            Passed 4 ayes.
